AIR CONDITIONING:

Please keep all windows and doors closed when operating the units to ensure maximum advantage and to avoid damage to the units.   Remember you are being charged for electricity usage if excessive
BEACH CHAIRS, TOWELS & COOLER:

Four foldout beach chairs and one cooler are provided for your use during your stay.  Please clean out the cooler after use.  If any of these items are missing at check out the replacement cost is USD60.00 per chair, USD60.00 for the cooler, USD50.00 per beach towel (beach chairs outside on patio and cooler in cupboard of living area)
BBQ:

Provided for your use.  We do ask that you clean off the grill after use and let us know if the gas cylinder needs to be replaced.

BREAKAGES:

Please report any damages that occur during your stay.  Credit card security deposit guarantee may be required on arrival in the amount of USD500.00 – Visa/Mastercard.  Please let us know if there are any maintenance issues as we would be happy to rectify them as soon as possible.
BUSES:

There are several bus stops along the main road.  Bus fare is BD$3.50 per journey and you must have correct change.  They do not follow much of a schedule and you must flag the bus in order for it to stop and pick you up.  

CAR HIRE/PARKING:

Ballantyne here in Durants Village (246) 234 3873. Two cars can be accommodated in the front yard so please park accordingly so as not to block the view for guests in the first unit.  You may also park on the vacant lot above.
CHECK OUT TIME:

Check out time is 11 a.m., and is self-checkout.  Please turn off lights, a/c, fans and leave the house keys on the dining table and shut in the front door.  Please take out the garbage and do not leave dirty dishes in the sink.
CLEANING SUPPLIES:

We supply the basic items like toilet paper, kitchen roll, garbage bags, dishwashing liquid for your arrival however we do not replace any items during your stay.  Laundry soap/fabric softener are not provided.
CURRENCY:

Approximately US$1.00 = BD$2.00 or £1.00 = BD$3.00.  The US$ is widely accepted throughout, i.e., taxis, restaurants, shops.  Banks are located in both shopping malls and some petrol stations have ATM’s.  Bank hours are generally 8 a.m. – 3 p.m. Monday to Thursday, 8 a.m. – 5 p.m. Fridays.

DOCTOR/DENTIST:

Please see the telephone list with suggestions.

ELECTRICITY:
Barbados operates on 110 volts, 50 cycles.   In an effort to conserve energy please turn off lights, air conditioners and fans when not necessary.  The meter is read on arrival and on departure and usage is charged if excessive
FISH MARKET:

Located at the bottom of Holders Hill to the left – ask for Melissa

HOUSE KEYS:

One set of keys are provided.  Lost keys will incur a charge of USD60.00 to replace locks
GARBAGE:

Please put all bagged trash in the bins outside of the main gate on the empty lot on the left for collection.  Please empty the kitchen bin at least every other day to avoid bugs etc. – we are in the tropics!
LAUNDRY:

Washer is located in the living area.  Please take care when using and note that we do not provide laundry detergent or fabric softener.  The iron is in the cupboard in the living area and the board by the side of the cabinet.  Please remember to unplug the iron after using and leave to cool before putting it back.
MEDICAL SERVICES:

Sandy Crest Medical Centre is located between the two malls by the fruit vendor stalls in Holetown.  This is open 24/7 and offers a range of initial emergency care including ambulance service.  It is always best to call ahead if possible.  Dr Griffith is located close to Limegrove and offers routine medical care Monday – Saturday.
PLUNGE POOL:

Salt water communal plunge pool so please be mindful of your neighbours when using.  Please do not take any glass items on the deck or in the pool.  Please exercise caution – NO DIVING & NO JUMPING PERMITTED.  Children must be supervised at all time.  The pool is serviced once a week, usually on Tuesdays.  Used at your own risk.
PROTECTION & SAFETY:

You are in a residential neighbourhood however, please exercise common sense.  Ensure that you lock up when you go out and on retiring in the evenings.  

RESTAURANTS & FOOD DELIVERY SERVICES:

Several popular restaurants are located within Holetown/Paynes Bay/Fitts Village/Speightstown and most offer delivery. Check Facebook or Instagram for updated opening days, hours and delivery.
SAFE:

Press the button located on inside of door closest to the top hinge.  Enter a 4 digit code and press #/A or */B.  The code is now set.  To use safe, enter your code and A or B and turn knob to open/close.  Test the safe in the locked position and door open before putting in your valuables.  We are not responsible for any losses to personal items however caused.
STOVE/OVEN:

Self-lighting – for the stove turn knob until you hear clicking noise, once lit turn to desired level.  The oven – turn knob to desired temperature (there is no clicking noise) and the pilot light should light the oven within 10 – 15 seconds.

SUN LOTION:

Please note that most sun lotions stain fabrics including sheets and towels – please do not use the towels to wipe off lotion or sit on the furnishings with lotion on.  These stains are extremely difficult to remove and may incur a charge to replace stained items.

SMOKING:

Please note that NO SMOKING is permitted on the property.

SUPERMARKET & PHARMACY:

This is located in the shopping mall by the main road in Holetown and is a grocery and home goods store.  They are open every day of the week and operating hours are extended up to 9.00 p.m. on Friday and Saturday.  They are open Sundays 9 a.m. – 2 p.m.  Usually closed on Bank Holidays.  The pharmacy operates less hours in the evenings however there is a late service at Sandy Crest Medical Centre.  Jordans Supermarket (more local) is located in Fitts Village and they also have a branch in Speightstown.
